Every day we face problems. A house-wife with a limited amount of money with her does a lot of shopping; a shop keeper sells and
purchases a large amount of goods; a factory-owner decides how many laborers to employ, how much to produce and what price to sell
the product. These and similar problems which arise out of the activity of earning and spending are called economic problems.

The very starting point of economic activities is the existence of wants. Everybody always wants or needs smth. We need to eat food,
drink water, shelter, clothing and a lot of other things. All these needs are called wants in economic science. Where wants exist, people
naturally try to satisfy their wants and it is the fact of life that the means of satisfying wants are limited. Nobody has everything he
desires, because goods are scarce in relation to their demand. As goods become scarce people try to store them and we begin to use such
terms as "price", "value", etc.

We satisfy our wants by consuming goods and services. In some kinds of consumption we immediately use up the goods, whereas when
we use a pen or a bicycle, or live in a house, we spread the "consumption" over a number of years. If we consume smth it has some
usefulness for us. This usefulness or the capacity of the a thing to satisfy our wants is called utility. As we buy and sell everything for
money, we use money value to compare utilities of various things through money. To summarize: human wants are unlimited, but the
resourses necessary to satisfy those wants are limited. Every society has an identical problem, the problem of scarcity. Everyone -
individuals, business, firms and government - need to make choices from among the things they want. In the process they wil try to
economize. With this in mind we define economics as the social science that describes and analyzes how society chooses from among
scarce resources to satisfy its wants.

We see that economists deal with the problem of scarcity and choices that have faced societies and nations throughout history but the
development of modern economics began in the 17th century. Large corporations use economists to study the ways they do business and
to suggest methods for making more efficient uses of their employees, equipment, factories and other recourses.

Economists develop economic principles and models that try to explain economic events. They have two ways of looking at




economics and economy. One is the macro approach and the other is micro. The macroeconomics approach is to study the economy as
a whole; microeconomics is the study of individual consumers and the individual businesses. Macroeconomics examines questions such
as how fast the economy grows, how much overall output is being generated, how much total income is. It also seeks solution of
macroeconomical process such as how to increase employment, and output of goods and services. Microeconomics examines
cause-and-effect relationships that influence choices of individuals, business firms and society, and also deals with scarcity, choice,
production and consumption. It also studies prices and their relationship to units in the economy.

In fact, one common definition of economics is "the study of how people make a living". The more you know about the subject, the
better career decisions you will be able to make.

Texer 1.

IN the face of nothing but bad economic news, Americans often take heart in remembering that we have been here before — during the
Great Depression, when conditions were far worse than they are today — and we survived.

But there is a crucial difference between then and now: the words that our political leaders use to talk about our problems have changed.
Where politicians once drew on a morally resonant language of people, family and shared social concern, they now deploy the cold
technical idiom of budgetary accounting.

This is more than a superficial difference in rhetoric. It threatens to deprive us of the intellectual resources needed to address today’s
problems.

Turn back the clock to June 1934. Millions of Americans are out of work, losing their homes and facing more of the same. President
Franklin D. Roosevelt responds by creating the Committee on Economic Security. To Congress, he stresses that he places “the security
of the men, women and children of the nation first.” All Americans, he emphasizes, “want decent homes to live in; they want to locate
them where they can engage in productive work; and they want some safeguard against misfortunes which cannot be wholly eliminated
in this man-made world of ours.”

Roosevelt asks the committee to propose “sound means” to secure against “several of the great disturbing factors in life — especially
those which relate to unemployment and old age.” Those “sound means” eventually emerge as the programs of Social Security
pensions, old-age assistance and unemployment insurance.

Fast forward to February 2010. With millions of Americans out of work, home foreclosures at historic highs and little prospect of relief
for those in need, President Obama acts, establishing a National Commission on Fiscal Responsibility and Reform. The commission’s
task is to “improve the fiscal situation,” to “achieve fiscal sustainability over the long run” and to address “the growth of entitlement
spending.” The commission recommends, true to its charge, cuts in entitlement spending — that is, the programs established in 1935
and later years to aid the unemployed, aged, disabled and sick.

In August 2011, Congress acts, not to aid those in distress but to cut federal spending. The stated goal of its new “super committee” is to
create fiscal balance by recommending measures “to reduce the deficit” by at least $1.5 trillion over the next decade.

Thus is the desperate situation of many Americans reduced to the clinical language of budgetary accounting. Social insurance programs
that protect Americans against the common hazards of a market economy are “entitlements” that need to be revamped (read: cut) in the
name of fiscal balance and deficit reduction.

As an economic policy matter, we view cutting entitlement programs as a very bad idea. But we wish to make a more fundamental
observation about language and the collective imagination that language reflects.

In 1934, the focus was on people, family security and the risks to family economic well-being that we all share. Today, the people




have disappeared. The conversation is now about the federal budget, not about the real economy in which real people live. If a moral
concept plays a role in today’s debates, it is only the stern proselytizing of forcing the government to live within its means. If the effect
of government policy on average people is discussed, it is only as providing incentives for the sick to economize on medical costs and
for the already strapped worker to save for retirement.

From the 1930s to the 1960s, as the Princeton historian Daniel T. Rodgers demonstrates in his recent book, “The Age of Fracture,”
American public discourse was filled with references to the social circumstances of average citizens, our common institutions and our
common history. Over the last five decades, that discourse has changed in ways that emphasize individual choice, agency and
preferences. The language of sociology and common culture has been replaced by the language of economics and individualism.

In 1934, the government was us. We had shared circumstances, shared risks and shared obligations. Today the government is the other
— not an institution for the achievement of our common goals, but an alien presence that stands between us and the realization of
individual ambitions. Programs of social insurance have become “entitlements,” a word apparently meant to signify not a collectively
provided and cherished basis for family-income security, but a sinister threat to our national well-being.

Over the last 50 years we seem to have lost the words — and with them the ideas — to frame our situation appropriately.

Can we talk about this? Maybe not.

The phrase "white-collar crime" was coined in 1939 during a presidential address given by Edwin Sutherland to the American
Sociological Society. Sutherland defined the term as "crime committed by a person of respectability and high social status in the course
of his occupation." Although there has been some debate as to what qualifies as a white-collar crime, the term today generally
encompasses a variety of nonviolent crimes usually committed in commercial situations for financial gain.

The most common white-collar offenses include: antitrust violations, bankruptcy fraud, bribery, computer and internet fraud,
counterfeiting, credit card fraud, economic espionage and trade secret theft, embezzlement, environmental law violations, financial
institution fraud, government fraud, healthcare fraud, insider trading, insurance fraud, intellectual property theft/piracy, kickbacks, mail
fraud, money laundering, securities fraud, tax evasion, phone and telemarketing fraud, and public corruption.

Many white-collar crimes are especially difficult to prosecute because the perpetrators use sophisticated means to conceal their
activities through a series of complex transactions. Whistleblowers are particularly helpful, because they report internal wrongdoing
that may be invisible outside the company. There has been a steady increase in whistleblowing; in 2015, the Securities and Exchange
Commission received 3,923 tips reporting corruption, bribes, and other white-collar crimes.

According to the Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI), white-collar crime is estimated to cost the United States more than $300 billion
annually. Although typically the government charges individuals for white-collar crimes, the government has the power to sanction
corporations as well for these offenses. The penalties for white-collar offenses include fines, home detention, community confinement,
paying the cost of prosecution, forfeitures, restitution, supervised release, and imprisonment. Sentencing guidelines suggest longer
prison sentence whenever at least one victim suffered substantial financial harm. However, sanctions can be lessened if the defendant
takes responsibility for the crime and assists the authorities in their investigation.

Both state and federal legislation enumerate the activities that constitute white-collar criminal offenses. The Commerce Clause of the
U.S. Constitution gives the federal government the authority to regulate white-collar crime, and a number of federal agencies, such as
the FBI, the Internal Revenue Service, the U.S. Secret Service, U.S. Customs, the Environmental Protection Agency, and the Securities
and Exchange Commission, participate in the enforcement of federal white-collar crime legislation. In addition, most states employ
their own agencies to enforce white-collar crime laws at the state level.

Public Fraud: Stolen Valor Act

On December 20, 2006, President George W. Bush signed into law the Stolen Valor Act, which made it a federal crime to fraudulently
claim receipt of the Medal of Honor, the distinguished-service cross, the Navy cross, the Air Force cross, the Purple Heart, and other
decorations and medals awarded by the President or the Armed Forces of the United States. The Act was meant to prevent public fraud
and preserve the reputation and meaning of military service medals.

The Stolen Valor Act's constitutionality was challenged in United States v. Alvarez, 132 S. Ct. 2537 (2012). Xavier Alvarez introduced
himself as a recipient of the Congressional Medal of Honor at a 2007 District Board meeting and was convicted under the Stolen Valor
Act. Alvarez challenged the Stolen Valor Act as violating his Freedom of Speech. The Supreme Court agreed, declaring the Stolen
Valor Act in violation of the First Amendment and, therefore, unconstitutional.

On June 3, 2013, President Barack Obama signed into law a revised version of the Stolen Valor Act, now 18 U.S.C. § 704(b)-(d). Unlike
the original Stolen Valor Act, which punished an individual for fraudulently claiming receipt of a medal or a decoration, the 2013 Stolen
Valor Act punishes individuals who, through such fraudulent claims, intend to obtain money, property, or other tangible benefit.
White-Collar Crime: Defenses

Any defense available to non-white-collar defendants in criminal court is also available to those accused of white-collar crimes.
Additionally, the Supreme Court considered the following arguments:

* In cases of bribery charges, individuals or organizations facing white-collar criminal charges plead the defense of entrapment. For
instance, in United States v. Williams, 705 F.2d 603 (2nd Cir. 1983), one of the cases arising from "Operation Abscam," Senator
Harrison Williams attempted unsuccessfully to argue that the government induced him into accepting a bribe.

* In cases of real property fraud, some individuals challenged the proximate cause element of the offense. In Robers v. United States,
134 S. Ct. 1854 (2014), for example, Robers argued that he caused no harm because the real estate market crash would have lowered
property values regardless of Robers's involvement. The Supreme Court rejected Robers's argument, holding that foreseeable market
fluctuations do not sever proximate causation.

* In cases of financial institution fraud, individuals have argued that a conviction requires theprosecutor to prove that the individual had
the intent to defraud a specific financial institution. The Supreme Court rejected this argument in Loughrin v. United States, 134 S. Ct.
2384 (2014), holding that financial institution fraud requires proof of only two elements: (1) intent to obtain bank property; and (2)
obtain bank property by means of false or fraudulent pretenses, representations, or promises.

* In cases of mail fraud, individuals have argued that a person is only injured by misrepresentation if the person receives the false
document. In other words, an individual is not responsible for harming third-parties by his mail fraud. The Supreme Court




rejected this argument in Bridge v. Phoenix Bond & Indem. Co., 553 U.S. 639 (2008), holding that parties harmed collaterally by the
misrepresentation are also entitled to recover.

* In cases of wire fraud involving foreign countries, individuals have challenged their convictions on grounds that the conviction
violated the common law revenue rule, which forbids courts from enforcing tax laws of foreign countries. In Pasquantino v. United
States, 544 U.S. 349 (2005), however, the Supreme Court upheld Pasquantino's conviction, holding that fraud involving foreign
countries fell within the wire fraud statute.

There are primarily four general types of computer crimes. However, in practice, multiple crimes, that is, concurrent criminality or
lesser offenses, can occur during any given criminal transaction, resulting in an overlap between the classifications.

Computer As the Target

Crimes in which the computer is the target include such offenses as theft of intellectual property, theft of marketing information (e.g.,
customer lists, pricing data, or marketing plans), or blackmail based on information gained from computerized files (e.g., medical
information, personal history, or sexual preference). These crimes also could entail sabotage of intellectual property, marketing, pricing,
or personnel data or sabotage of operating systems and programs with the intent to impede a business or create chaos in a business'
operations.

Unlawful access to criminal justice and other government records is another crime that targets the computer directly. This crime covers
changing a criminal history; modifying want and warrant information; creating a driver' s license, passport, or another ocument for
identification purposes; changing tax records; or gaining access to intelligence files.

Techno-vandalism occurs when unauthorized access to a computer results in damage to files or programs, not so much for profit but for
the challenge. In such cases, the damage or loss may be intentional or accidental.

Another crime in this category is techno-trespass, that is, "walking" through a computer just to explore. In such cases, the intruder only
looks at a file, but even this violates the owner's privacy. This would be the technological equivalent of a criminal trespass.

In all of these crimes, the offender uses the computer to obtain information or to damage operating programs. The offender commits the
crime either by "superzapping" or by becoming a "super user." These labels mean that the offender accesses the operating program by
masquerading as the system's manager, thus giving the intruder access to virtually every file in the system.

Not surprisingly, becoming a super user is relatively easy for individuals experienced in computer operations, because virtually every
operating system has a trap door that allows individuals to enter a system and declare themselves the system's manager. Trap doors
permit access to systems should a problem, either a human or technological one, arise. Unfortunately, this device also poses a threat to
the system's integrity.

One of the best examples of a crime in which the computer is the target can be found in the book The Cuckoo's Egg by Cliff Stoll. The
book recounts the true story of a hacker from Hanover, Germany, who infiltrated a number of computers in the United States, including
those of universities, the military, and government contractors. The hacker attempted to locate and steal national security information in
order to sell it to foreign governments, a clear illustration of making computers the targets of crime.

Computer As the Instrumentality of the Crime

In common law, instrumentality refers to the diversion of a lawfully possessed item, that is, an instrument, to facilitate committing a
crime. In this category, the processes of the computer, not the contents of computer files, facilitate the crime.

Essentially, the criminal introduces a new code (programming instructions) to manipulate the computer's analytical processes, thereby
facilitating the crime. Another method involves converting legitimate computer processes for illegitimate purposes. Crimes in this
category include fraudulent use of automated teller machine (ATM) cards and accounts; theft of money from accrual, conversion, or
transfer accounts; credit card fraud; fraud from computer transactions (stock transfers, sales, or billings); and telecommunications fraud.
One example of using a computer as the instrument to commit a crime is the growing problem of individuals' using cellular phones and
electronically billing charges to other customers. In these cases, offenders obtain cellular billing identification codes by using scanning
devices, which are small parabolic (curve-shaped) antennae connected to portable computers. When activated, these scanners capture
and store account numbers transmitted by cellular phones.

The offenders operate near highways, because motorists frequently make calls from their cars. Once they capture the computerized
billing codes, they program these codes into other cellular phones simply by hooking up the phone to a personal computer. Then, using
software originally developed by programmers in London, they reprogram the signal chip in the cellular phone. The use of this software,
which is easy to copy and to use, is spreading across the United States and Canada, sometimes being shared through underground
computer bulletin board services (BBS).

Teker 1.

In this category of computer crime, the computer is not essential for the crime to occur, but it is related to the criminal act. This
means that the crime could occur without the technology; however, computerization helps the crime to occur faster, permits
processing of greater amounts of information, and makes the crime more difficult to identify and trace. Such crimes include
money laundering and unlawful banking transactions, BBSs supporting unlawful activity, organized crime records or books, and
bookmaking. In one case, a suspect committed murder by changing a patient's medication information and dosage in a hospital
computer.

Cases involving drug raids, money laundering seizures, and other arrests also have produced computers and electronic storage
media containing incriminating information. Many times, the criminals encrypt the data or design the files to erase themselves if]
not properly accessed. In some instances, criminals even destroy the storage media, such as disks, to eliminate evidence of their
illegal activities.

All of these situations require unique data recovery techniques in order to gain access to the evidence. And, in every case, the
crimes could occur without the computers; the systems merely facilitate the offenses.

Another illustration of how criminals use technology to further their illegal activities involves child pornography. Historically,
consumers of child pornography have trafficked photographs and related information through newsletters and tightly controlled
exchange networks. Now, with the advancement of computer technology, child pornographers exchange this information
through BBSs.

Recently, U.S. Customs agents raided 40 locations in 15 States serviced by a Denmark-based, child pornography BBS. These
criminals used the computer to facilitate the distribution of pornographic material and to increase the efficiency of criminal
activity already occurring via other methods.

Crimes Associated With the Prevalence of Computers

The simple presence of computers, and notably the widespread growth of microcomputers, generates new versions of fairly
traditional crimes. In these cases, technological growth essentially creates new crime targets. Software piracy/ counterfeiting,
copyright violation of computer programs, counterfeit equipment, black market computer equipment and programs, and theft of]
technological equipment fall into this category of computer crime.

One offense in this category occurs with relative frequency--the violation of copyright restrictions of commercial software.
Initially, this offense may not seem like a serious crime; yet, the potential loss to businesses can be quite staggering.

A software package usually costs about $400; a strong-arm robbery usually yields about $50 or less for the thief. Thus, one
copyright violation is the economic equivalent of eight strong-arm robberies. However, because the emotional trauma
experienced in a piracy is almost nonexistent, many people do not view this as a serious crime.

Evidence exists that software also is being written and sold explicitly to help hackers break into computers. In another area,
successful computer programs--notably word processing, spreadsheets, and databases--are being duplicated, packaged, and sold
illegally on a large scale, just as audio and video tapes are pirated. Similarly, counterfeit computers and peripherals (items such as
modems and hard disks) are being manufactured and sold as originals in much the same manner as imitation Rolex watches and
Gucci shoes.

Offenses vary by both the criminal act and the jurisdiction. Some States have enacted laws specifically directed toward crimes
involving computers, while other States rely fundamentally on the common law as it applies to current and emerging technology.
As with any other crime, the elements of a computer-related offense must be established for successful prosecution, not a
particularly easy task in light of the nature of computer technology.

For example, the criminal intent, mens rea, of a specific computer crime may be difficult to prove. How does an investigator
distinguish between a hacker who intentionally steals or destroys electronic files and someone who accidentally destroys files
while simply perusing them? This is definitely not a simple question to answer, and it will continue to perplex investigators,
given the nature of changing technologies and the inventiveness of the generally intelligent people who tend to commit
computer- related crimes.

Similarly, the physical act of a computer-related crime, actus reus, may be demonstrated best by an electronic impulse that,
unfortunately, is difficult to define and track, considering that a computer crime can occur in 3 milliseconds using a program code
that tells the software to erase itself after the computer executes the action. Essentially, this eliminates the evidentiary trail.
These issues provide similar problems for the criminal element of causation, typically found in statutes relying on the common
law. Causation in this regard relates to the self-destruction of computer programs that facilitate "cyber" crimes. How can an
investigator show causation if the offender erases the executing instructions?

Additionally, the electronic data interchange (EDI) and its networks complicate the legal elements by making it more difficult for
law enforcement to specify, document, and materially link the crime to an individual. The EDI connects parties via computer for
contract negotiations. sales. collections. and other business transactions. The computer becomes the vault. with the EDI serving




business efficiency; yet, security controls must be introduced in order to protect the business' "crown jewels."

Unfortunately, maximum security and easy accessibility are not compatible. Consequently, because businesses generally prefer
user-friendly equipment, system security usually takes second priority. The phenomenal growth of computer BBSs, on-line
services, and the Internet only serves to compound the problem. As a result, computer-related crimes become easier to perpetrate
and more difficult to identify, investigate, and prove.

Texkcr 3.

Discussions of computer-related crime refer with increasing frequency to intellectual property. While the term is familiar to
many, its actual meaning may be somewhat elusive.

Intellectual property consists of concepts, ideas, planning documents, designs, formulas, and other information-based materials
intended for products or services that have some commercial value or represent original thoughts or theses. Crimes associated
with intellectual property focus primarily on theft when the product has commercial value, as opposed to basic research or
research for private use.

In some instances, the theft takes place when a competitor manufactures a similar product developed from stolen intellectual
property. In other cases, the crime occurs when the offender mounts countermarketing strategies after learning of a competitor's
product through illegal, electronic means, oftentimes referred to as competitive intelligence.

Frequently, these crimes are difficult to discover and even more difficult to prove. The problem becomes further complicated
when the property is still in the developmental stages with its final design or application still incomplete.

The investigation and prosecution of thefts of intellectual property with clear protection--such as intellectual property that is
copyrighted or has a trademark, patent, or registered trade secret--have more of an advantage than when the protection of such
property can be debated. This latter category includes unprotected research and development, original concepts and ideas yet to
be realized, and public domain information modified with individual refinements. These areas provide particular challenges for
investigating and proving a wrongdoing.

Intellectual property can be divided into two broad categories. The first involves formulas, processes, components, structure,
characteristics, and applications of new technologies and covers such areas as fiber optics, computer chip designs and
conductivity, and telecommunications equipment, protocols, and technologies, to name a few.

The second category of intellectual property takes in factors associated with the marketing and production of new technologies.
Pricing information, marketing targets, product release dates, and production timetables would be included in this category.
Americans tend to have a provincial view that the United States is ahead of the rest of the world in many areas, especially
technological development. While this is true to some extent, the lead is not as great as many would believe. Japan and Germany,
in particular, have shown themselves to be strong technological innovators and consumers. In general, technological knowledge
and expertise contribute to the growth of computer-related crime on an international level.

Americans must be concerned about the growth of computer-related crime capabilities emerging outside U.S. borders because of]
the ease of information exchange and the high concentration of computer-driven businesses and research projects in the United
States. However, it appears that the area of most rapid growth will be in Europe as a result of the treaties signed to create the
European Community. Among the important elements of the act that established the basis for unification are open
communications, a single, European-wide communication protocol, a strong profit-oriented market spanning 12 countries, open
borders, unification of technology standards, and easier banking, including monetary transfers between countries.

While businesses can make great use of these unifying measures, so can criminals. Emerging international crime-related issues
most probably will accompany the unification of Europe. These issues include industrial espionage (competitive intelligence),
economic/political espionage, expansion of international organized crime beyond traditional areas, and theft of technological
hardware.
