Being a parent is probably the most difficult and demanding job people ever do. It can also be quite a disappointing Ttime for some
parents especially if they expected parenthood to be enjoyable all the time, or had unrealistic ideas «about having the perfect child.
But for most parents it is one of the happiest and most satisfying experiences. There are some problems that can make being a
parent even more difficult - such as lack of money, poor housing conditions, problems in your relationship. The most important
thing to remember is that there is no one correct way of bringing up a child. Provided their need are met, children of all different
kinds of social, religious or cultural backgrounds can still grew up to be happy, well-adjusted adults. You are the only experts when
it comes to bringing up your children.

Text 2

There are over 1000 members of the House of Lords. They are an elected group of people who have either inherited their seats or
have been given them by the Government. The Lord Cancellor sits in the middle and supervises debates. He sits on “the wool sack”,
a seat which contains wool from all the Commonwealth countries.

The House of Lords takes part in the making of laws, the examination of the Government’s work and in debating important matters
of the day. This second chamber is not as powerful as the House of Commons. It can suggest changes in laws, but is restricted to
laws that have nothing to do with the finances of the country. The House of Lords cannot reject laws that the House of Commons
was to pass, though it can amend them. Even then, the Commons can reject these amendments. The work of the House of Lords
includes:

. Legislation: reviewing and giving further consideration to Bills;
. Examining the work of the Government by debate

. Examining European proposals

. Hearing legal appeals

Text 3

It often happens that one of the parties to the contract considers that the other party has infringed the terms of the contract. In such
cases the dissatisfied party (claimant) may think it necessary to send the other party a letter of complaint which often contains a
claim, i.e. a demand for something to which the sender of the letter has a right as a claim for damages or for a reduction in the price
etc. Complaints and claims may arise in connection with inferior quality of the goods, late delivery or non-delivery of the goods,
transportation, insurance and storage of the goods.

Remember that complaints are not accusations; they are requests to correct mistakes. Therefore, write calmly; use an impersonal
tone. Very often parties agree upon an amicable settlement of the claim in question. That means that the claim is considered,
admitted and satisfied. Then, the other party withdraws the claim. If an amicable settlement is not arrived at, the claim is declined,
the dispute is settled by a court of law or by arbitration. Contracts usually stipulate that in case of arbitration each party should
appoint an arbitrator and the two arbitrators have to appoint an umpire whose award is final and binding upon both parties. When
the parties refer their dispute to the Arbitration Court at the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Russia, each party chooses its
arbitrator from among the panel of the court.

Text 5

Most countries have a national police force which is controlled by central Government. Britain has no national force. There is
a separate police force for each of 52 areas into which the country is divided. Each force is controlled by a local police
authority — a committee of local county councilors and magistrates. The forces cooperate with each other when there is a serious
crime. In most countries the policemen carry guns. In Britain this is unusual. Policemen do not carry firearms in their day-to-day
work, but there are special units that are trained to use guns. They are called when there are terroristic incidents, armed
robberies, etc.

These special units help the regular police force. The only policemen who carry weapons every day are those who guard
politicians and diplomats, or special officers who patrol airports. All members of the police must have a certain level of
academic qualifications at school. All of them also have a special training practice. Like in the army, there are ranks in
the police: Chief Constable, Constable, Chief Inspector, Inspector, Sergeant, etc. Women make up about 10 per cent of the police
force. Each police force has its own Criminal Investigation Department (CID). Members of CID are detectives. They do
not wear uniforms. Traffic wardens wear uniforms. Their job is to make sure that drivers obey parking regulations. The duties of the
police are varied: they keep law and order, control speeding and drunken driving, deal with lost property, arrest criminals, etc.

Text 1.

Crime is a violation of a law. Courts decide both criminal and civil cases. Most countries make a clear distinction between civil
and criminal procedures. Criminal and civil procedures are different. In Anglo-American law, the party bringing a criminal
action (that is in most cases the state) is called the prosecution. The party bringing a civil case is called the plaintiff. In both
kinds of cases the other party is called the defendant. A criminal case against a person called Ms. Brown would be described as
‘The People vs. (versus, or against) Brown” in the USA and “R. (Regina, that is, the Queen) vs. Brown” in England. A civil
action between Ms. Brown and Mr. Smith would be “Brown vs. Smith” if it was started by Brown, and “Smith vs. Brown” if
it was started by Mr. Smith. Civil cases are usually disputes between or among private citizens, corporations, governments,
government agencies, and other organizations. Most often, the party bringing the suit is asking for money damages. For
example, a landlord may sue a tenant for failure to pay rent. People who have been injured may sue a person or a
company responsible for the injury. It is up to the plaintiff to prove the case against the defendant. This is called the plaintift’s
burden of proof. A criminal case is brought by the state or by a city or county against a person or persons accused of
committing a crime. If the defendant has pleaded not guilty, you should presume the defendant’s innocence unless the
defendant’s guilt is proved. Jury verdict does not need to be unanimous in civil cases. Only ten jurors need to agree upon a
verdict if there are 12 jurors. Five must agree if there are six jurors. In criminal cases the verdict must be unanimous, that is, all
jurors must agree that the defendant is guilty in order to overcome the presumption of innocence.

Text 2.

Law develops as society evolves. Historically, the simplest societies were tribal. The members of the tribe were bonded together
initially by kinship and worship of the same gods. Even in the absence of courts and legislature there was law — a blend of
custom, morality, religion, and magic. The visible authority was the ruler, or chief; the ultimate authorities were believed to be
the gods whose will was revealed in the forces of nature and in the revelations of the tribal head or the priests. Wrongs against
the tribe, such as sacrilege or breach of tribal custom, were met with group sanctions including ridicule and hostility. Wrongs
against individuals, such as murder, theft, adultery, or failure to repay a debt, were avenged by the family o f the victim, often in
actions against the family o f the wrongdoer. Revenge o f this kind was based on tribal custom, a major component of early law.
Tribal society gradually evolved into territorial confederations. Governmental structures emerged, and modern law began to take
shape. The most significant historical example is Roman law, which influenced most o f the legal systems of the world. I n the
8th century by the law of Rome was still largely a blend of custom and interpretation by magistrates of the w ill of the gods. The
magistrates later lost their legitimacy because of gross discrimination against the lower (plebeian) class. The threat of revolution
led to one o f the most significant developments in the history of law: the Twelve Tables of Rome, which were engraved on
bronze tablets in the 5th century BC. They were largely a declaration o f existing custom concerning such matters as property,
payment of debts, and appropriate compensation or other remedies for damage to persons. The Twelve Tables serve as a
historical basis for the widespread modern belief that fairness in law demands that it be in written form. These tables and their
Roman successors, including the Justinian Code, led to civil-law codes that provide the main source

Text 3.




Documentary credit is an undertaking made by a bank at the request of the applicant for the credit to pay a specified amount in
an agreed currency to a beneficiary, on condition that the beneficiary presents stipulated documents within a prescribed time
limit.

The buyer asks his bank to issue or open a letter of credit. The issuing bank asks its corresponding bank — usually in the seller’s
country — to advise the credit. The advising bank informs the seller that the credit has been issued. As soon as the seller receives
the credit, he checks it and if he can meet its requirements, the seller ships the goods. At the same time the seller sends the
documents, which prove shipment of goods to the bank where the credit is available. The bank checks the documents against
credit. If the documents comply with the requirements of the credit, then the bank will make payment. The documents are then
released to the buyer upon payment.

Thus the bank acts as an intermediary between the buyer and the seller.
Documentary credits go a long way towards reconciling the conflicting interests of the buyer and the seller:

. The seller wants to be sure that the price of the goods will be paid in the correct currency and as soon as possible
. The buyer does not want to pay for the goods before they have actually been dispatched

Specific advantages of documentary credits

. Can be used in transaction with virtually every country in the world;

. Rapid access to funds for the seller;

. Flexible terms of payment with no impairment of security;

. Suitable as an instrument for short-term financing;\

. Rapid and convenient settlement, often enabling the seller to offer attractive discounts.
